Curriculum

A theme-based curriculum is used for all classrooms. We
offer a wide variety of daily themes while offering additional
emphasis on monthly Math and Science concepts. Each
class will be introduced to a new Social Skill each month.

It is especially important to us that your child learns God’s
love and spiritually grows within it. Our students will engage
in hands on learning with a weekly Bible story and a monthly
Bible verse. We also offer a daily Music and Creative
Movement class filled with plenty of games that provide
physical activity centered around daily themes while learning
songs and finger plays.

The curriculum for ages 3-5 is designed to help each child
develop language, reading, writing and math skills appropriate
to the stage of development.

The primary focus for the 4/5 year old program is preparation
for Kindergarten. We use phonic based curriculum known as
ABEKA in addition to a theme based curriculum. In addition
to our ABEKA curriculum, we introduce the Kindergarten High
Frequency Site Words.

You will have an opportunity to “Meet the Teacher” before our
first day of school.
